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Landfill Expansion
The 17 acre horizontal expansion of the Class II landfill and partial final cover of the existing cell
was completed in November by M.A. DeAtley Construction. Total project cost was $6,272,416.79

with $3,900,000 offset through ARPA grant funding.

Traffic Data
Lincoln County landfills recorded 191,185 user visits in 2025 representing a 

54 percent increase in traffic compared to 2024.

Hauling Activity
A total of 692 roll off containers of household waste from the Eureka landfill, along with an

additional 375 roll off containers of household trash and 33 bins of metal from the Troy landfill and
the Happy’s Inn transfer station, were transported to the Libby landfill for disposal.

Drone Survey Data
Annual drone survey results indicate 48,721 cubic yards of landfill capacity were utilized in 2025.

Recycling & Diversion
The landfill recycled 537,152 pounds of cardboard and 15,318 pounds of aluminum cans. Baling of
the large metal pile produced 2,493,280 pounds of recycled metal resulting in over three million
pounds of material diverted from disposal. Additional materials managed in 2025 included 6,705

gallons of used motor oil, 400 gallons of antifreeze, 598 CFC containing appliances, 1,308
batteries, 59 forty yard containers of tires, 2,684 cubic yards of concrete, 180 pounds of

rechargeable batteries, seven pallets of e waste, 35,283 cubic yards of green wood waste, 2,237
cubic yards of stumps, 27 mobile homes, and 3,035 cubic yards of asbestos containing materials.

Annual bird count included 171 bald eagles and one golden eagle.

The Solid Waste program purchased two 2025 Peterbilt

roll off trucks with hoists and contracted Montana
Machine to build a roll off trailer to accommodate

anticipated increases in inbound refuse.
